AGREEMENT BETWEEN WIAA MEMBER SCHOOLS, LEAGUES, AND DISTRICTS
AND
WOA ASSOCIATIONS AND BOARDS

Parties. The Parties to this Agreement are the member sstudahe Washington Interscholastic Activities
Association and the entities making up leaguesdistdcts, represented by the WIAA Executive Digect
and the member Associations and Boards of the \WWgtdn Officials Association, represented by the WOA
Commissioner.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Parties each have unique roles amobmnsgbilities with regard to the conduct of high
school, junior high school, and middle school dtbleontests, and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to provide for the test statewide administration of high schooljgun
high school, and middle school athletic contests.

NOW, therefore, in consideration of the mutual cams and promises contained herein, the Parties,
intending to be legally bound, hereby agree asv!

1. Duration of Agreement: This Agreement shall be in effect from August 102@hrough July 31, 2011,
with the provision that any part of this Agreemean be reopened upon the mutual consent of the
Washington Interscholastic Activities AssociatidlAA) Executive Board and the Washington Officials
Association (WOA) Executive Board.

2. ServiceArea: The service area includes all WIAA member middleosds, junior highs, and high
schools. This includes all contests, varsity aoa-varsity.
a. Only WOA officials are eligible to officiate scheldd contests.

b. School representatives do not have the authorigplioit officials directly for contests. All
assignments must be made by and through the ajgepssigning secretary for the respective
WOA Association/Board.

In case of an emergency, non-registered officialy be used as outlined in the WIAA Handbook.
Service areas disputes shall be addressed by tA& Bkecutive Director and WOA Commissioner.
3. Officials: Officials must be members of the WOA as definediiticle | of the WOA By-Laws.

a. Registered and certified officials as defined by YWHOA By-Laws shall be permitted to work sub-
varsity and /8" contests.

b. Certified officials as defined by the WOA By-Lawsadl be permitted to work varsity contests.
4. Contest Fees: Shall be in accordance with the established WIAKQA fee schedule.

5. Administrative Fee (Schools): Schools shall pay an administrative fee of 13%uaoitest fees to the
local Association/Board responsible for assigniffigials to the school’s contests.

6. Local Association/Board Funding: Assessment fees and/or dues paid by officials Slealised to
contribute towards the funding of the local Asstioi@Board.

7. Change Fee (Schools): There is no change fee charged to the schools.adimnistrative fee covers all
changes. Excessive non-weather related schedatgyeh in a given sport by a member school shall be
reviewed by the WIAA Executive Director and WOA Cumiissioner.



8. LateFee(Schools): A late fee of 20% of the total invoice shall be i for invoices not paid within
45 days. Payments not received within 90 dayd sdsllt in an interruption of officiating servicpsovided
by any WOA Associations/Boards. If discrepancrethe invoice arise, it is the responsibility oé tbchool
administrator to contact the Association/Board priothe due date to reconcile the invoice. Dieputver
late fee charges shall be resolved by the twogmartlhe invoice due date is established at thedievel,
with agreement from the local Association/Board Bitrict Director.

9. Cancellation Fee (Schools): If, after the official(s) arrive at the contesiesithe contest (started or not)
is cancelled/postponed, the contest fees, milead@dministrative fees shall be paid in full.

10. Late Cancdlation Fee (Schools): The full contest fees, mileage and administrdiies shall be paid
when the assigned official(s) appear for an eveaitlhas been previously cancelled unless the sclubidies
the Assigning Secretary at an agreed upon time fwithe scheduled start of the contest. The ainek
method to communicate cancellations is to be s¢thdyssociation/Board and agreed to by the member
schools they service. This time is not to excéied) 5 hours. Cancellations made without regarthe
agreed upon time may result in a fee being chat@étke school.

11. No Show Penalty: If a Confirmed Contest cannot be played due tdabk of officials, the schools and
local association/board involved shall negotiate monetary penalty, which shall not exceed theigi
team’s transportation costs. If the parties a@blento do so, the parties may submit informatieriganing
to the no show to the WIAA Executive Director an@® Commissioner in order to receive a ruling as to
whether or not a penalty shall be imposed. Thiaguhay be appealed to a panel consisting of WIA4 a
WOA Executive Board members. No penalty or reirsbarent shall be payable however, if the failure to
appear is due to unforeseen circumstances, sughatbker conditions affecting safe travel, or sudoleset
of illness or injury. A Confirmed Contest is ot appears in ArbiterSports and has officials Wwaee
accepted the assignment. If the contest is nAtliterSports or officials have not accepted th&grament,
the contest is not considered confirmed. The mesipdity of verifying a confirmed contest is shdrey the
assigning secretary, home athletic administratua,\asiting athletic administrator. If there are officials
available for a scheduled contest, it is the resyity of the assigning secretary to inform thente athletic
administrator.

12. Late Invoicing Local Association/Board shall forfeit the AssoaatiBoard administrative fee for
invoices not received within 45 days after the dosion of the season (schools) or tournament
(leagues/districts).

13. Mileage and Other Fees: There shall be two ways of determining travel fees.
a. Per official travel rate (Appendix A)
(1) One travel fee shall be paid per official per pite day

b. Per car travel rate (Appendix B)
(1) Two travel fees shall be paid if there is a reqémsinore than four officials, or if the contests
are not played at the same time or back to batlerefwill be no more than four officials per
vehicle. Exception: One travel fee will be chardedfive-man football crew.

c. Schools shall pay the current cash price for bridtie and ferry fees. Stand by fees, prior tafber
a contest, due to the ferry/contest schedule tteesl one hour shall be reimbursed at the rate of
$10 per hour per official.

d. Schools shall pay lodging expense and $20 mealiper when an overnight stay is required.
e. Schools shall pay $10 meal per diem to officisdséting 100 or more miles one-way.

14. Postseason Assigning Process (L eagues/ Districts):
a. Postseasonfficials’ assignments shall be based on the peage of schools serviced by
each Association/Board.



b.

First round tournament contests scheduled at lulgbhad home sites shall be assigned by the
home team’s local Association/Board.

Neutral site contests and state tournament gantessagned by the WIAA shall be
allocated to the local Association/Board by the rhament or District Director and assigned
by the local Association/Board.

15. Postseason Administrative Fee (Leagues/ Districts): Leagues and Districts shall pay an administrative
fee of 13% of contests fee to the local AssocidBoard responsible for assigning officials to tioatests.

16. Postseason Mileage and Additional Fees (L eagues/ Districts):
a. Mileage calculations for postseason contests & dhat is serviced by the respective

Association/Board shall be based on the travel aglipes in section 13.

Mileage calculations for postseason contests #é ahst is not serviced by the respective
Association/Board shall be based on the follownagel matrix:

(1) Zone 1: 0-35 miles (round trip) = $17 per official

(2) Zone 2: 36-95 miles (round trip) = $50 per crevd® per official

(3) Zone 3: 96-150 miles (round trip) = $75 per crew

(4) Zone 4: 151 + miles (round trip) = $100 per crew

Leagues or districts shall pay the current castegdor bridge tolls and ferry fees.

Leagues or districts shall pay lodging expense&2tdmeal per diem when an overnight stay is
required.

17. Assigning Program: Associations/Boards shall utilize ArbiterSportctmmmunicate with schools and
officials for the purpose of assigning contests.

18. Feedback (Schools): Athletic administrators/coaches shall have thetghib provide feedback on the
officials from their contest by accessing the feskbtool on ArbiterSports. Feedback on officialsui
method for potential improvement of officials, notserve as a ranking tool.

19. Observations (Local): Local Associations/Boards shall establish a protesssist in the selection of
varsity officials, as well as those officials whe a&elected to work postseason contests.

20. Observations (State): Leagues and districts shall supply two passeadaorittance to regular season
and postseason contests to the WOA office to be issea statewide observation program.

The fee for the fifth quarter is 25% of
the contest fee.

e. Gymnastics:

(1) High School — Fee is for two events. Add an addal $.50 per competitor for more than 20
competitors in a dual meet, 30 competitors in-anget. For high school tri-meets, increase the
finalized dual meet fee by 1/3. For quad meetabtiothe finalized dual meet fee.

(2) Add $6.00 to the finalized fee when only one ju@gavailable at the high school level.*

(3) 7"/8" — Fee is for two events with five competitors peent. When over five competitors per
event, per school, add an additional $.50 per ctitope

f. Soccer:
(1) Assistant referee/fourth official fee is 70% of tiederee fee.
(2) Add $6.00 to the finalized fee when only one o#lds available at the high school level.*

g. Softball:
(1) Additional innings may be played following the régyucontest at the middle school/junior high
level. The fee for the additional innings is 15%th® contest fee per inning.
(2) Add $6.00 to the finalized fee when only one o#lds available at the high school level.*
(3) Fees for contests that are continued by a diffeyenof officials should be negotiated at the local
level.
h. Spirit:
(1) Fee is for 1-10 performances judged; for 11-14qrarénces add $10; for 15-18 performances
add $20; for more than 18 performances add $30.

i. Volleyball:
(1) Add $6.00 to the varsity fee or $3.00 to the sulsityafee when using one official at the high
school level.*
(2) Extra games may be played following the regulatestrat the middle school/junior high level.
The fee for the extra game is 35% of the contest fe

j- Wrestling:

(1) Extra matches may be held following the regulartesinat the middle school/junior high level.
The fee for the extra match is equivalent to thertament per match fee.

(2) Exhibition matches shall be the same as the touenaiper match fee at the appropriate level.

(3) Weigh-in Fee: A tournament weigh-in fee of $50lishba charged per day per eight-person
bracket for wrestling tournaments (excluding regidnurnaments and Mat Classic).

(4) Tournament Fee / Billing Format: An hourly rateke used to bill for individually bracketed
wrestling tournaments (excluding regional tournars@md Mat Classic). Double duals, triple
duals, etc., and team format tournaments are aliéde per dual match rate.

(5) Wrestling Tournament Hourly Rate: The baselinerlyoate for tournaments shall be based on
a high school varsity 8 person bracket (182 majchissng a four mat five official
configuration, taking six hours to complete (182tplied by the individual match rate divided
by five divided by six = hourly rate per official)lhe individual match rate is calculated by
taking the high school varsity dual match fee aimaohg by fourteen, rounding to the nearest
$.25. The hourly rate starts at the scheduled titae of the tournament and is straight running
time until the last bout sheet is signed. The tlerd the tournament is rounded to the nearest
quarter hour. Hourly rate for sub varsity tournatses $2 less than the varsity rate and the rate
for a middle school tournament is $4 less tharvtsity rate.

22. Mutual Understanding:

(1) Provide Association/Board with the names, emairesges, and telephone numbers (including
cell phone numbers) of the Athletic AdministratadaHead Coach to the assigning secretary for
the specific sport.

(2) Provide schedules in a timely fashion. Specifieda be established with each local
Association/Board.

(3) Provide schedule changes in writing that specifiad¢lineates the change (not just another
complete schedule) after confirming availabilityodficials with the assigning secretary.

(4) Contest management will greet the officials upoival at the site and be available throughout
the contest. Contest management cannot be aridadlwho has coaching responsibilities for
the contest.

(5) Provide adequate dressing rooms and shower fasilith school’s Athletic Administrator and
the Association/Board representative shall commataicegarding specific problems with
facilities.

Association/Board:

(1) Provide schools with the names, email addressdgetephone numbers (including cell phone
numbers) of at least two Association/Board contacts

(2) Assigning guidelines shall be established by theoammtion/Board.

(3) Confirm coverage of the scheduled events with dication to the athletic administrator at least
two days prior to the contest (when possible).vieling access to ArbiterSports shall serve as
notification of assignments.

(4) Adhere to all conditions as set forth and outlibgdhe WOA as it pertains to background
checks.

23. General Provisions:
a. Disagreements between schools and AssociationgiBéaat cannot be resolved at the local level

shall be directed to the WIAA District Director forediation. If the issue cannot be resolved by the
District Director, the matter will be directed toet WIAA Executive Director and WOA
Commissioner for resolution.

b. Unless otherwise provided, any disputes over theg®f this agreement or issues not outlined in the
agreement shall be directed to the WIAA Executiwe&or and WOA Commissioner for
resolution.

c. District Directors and local Association/Board reggntatives may come to a mutual agreement to
accommodate unique geographical situations. Tagieements may not supersede, but may be an
addendum to the statewide agreement.

d. If any provisions of this Agreement shall be helde invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of
this agreement shall not be affected, and eachigioovhereunder shall be valid and enforceable to
the fullest extent permitted by law.

e. Nothing in this Agreement shall interfere with thdependent judgment and discretion of officials
assigned to a contest.
