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Execlusive Association Membership

To work any game assigned by this Association, a member must have current
registration through this Association, exclusively, in the sport that they wish to work (i.e,
baseball, slow pitch softball or fast pitch softball).

This exclusive registration requirement is limited to all sanctioned events that occur
within the geographical boundaries of the Association, as determined by the Executive
Committee and concurred in by the Association’s Board of Directors.
